Authorize Creation of the Donald W. Sharpe Fund - Mental Health 
 
 WHEREAS, the Estate of Donald W. Sharpe has made a bequest of approximately $151,855.78 
to the Cortland County Department of Mental Health for the support of its programs serving "mentally 
and emotionally disabled persons in Cortland County",  AND 
 
 WHEREAS, it is the expressed intent and direction that the funds so donated not be used as a 
substitute for general operating expenses, but that they be restricted and used to provide programs which 
otherwise would not be possible because of budgetary constraints,  AND 
 
 WHEREAS, payment from the estate shall only be made upon proper showing of the purpose for 
which the funds will be put,  AND 
 
 WHEREAS, the Cortland County Mental Health Department has developed and submitted a 
proposal (attached to this resolution) that was approved by the Sharpe Estate to create a Donald W. 
Sharpe Fund,  AND 
 
 WHEREAS, the Donald W Sharpe Fund would be managed and overseen by the Cortland County 
Community Services Board,  AND  
 
 WHEREAS, the maximum amount which could be used from the fund in any one calendar year is 
limited to $25,000.  The funds not used in any one calendar year for the express purposes as set out by  
the trust must be refunded to the Sharpe Fund account.  The funds from the trust are to be used for the 
sole purpose of funding the costs of staff training and implementation of best practice interventions, 
and/or reimbursing unfunded costs for county programs that improve and enhance the care and quality of 
services available to Cortland County residents, NOW THEREFORE BE IT   
 
  RESOLVED, that the Cortland County Legislature, upon review and approval by the County 
Attorney, approve of the creation of the Donald W. Sharpe Fund within the Cortland County Mental 
Health Budget for the purpose of promoting best practice interventions and providing new services that 
would otherwise be unavailable due to budgetary constraints.

Amending Resolution No. 183-12 to Revise the Sales Tax Agreement Between the County of 

Cortland and the City of Cortland 
 

 WHEREAS,  the County currently imposes a sales tax on retail sales and other similar 
transactions and compensatory use taxes in Cortland County, all as authorized by Section 1202 of the Tax 
Law of the State of New York, AND 

 WHEREAS, the Cortland County Legislature adopted Resolution No.183-12 which provided for 
the terms and conditions of the disbursement of Sales Tax Revenues collected by New York State, AND 

 WHEREAS, the Cortland County Legislature adopted Resolution No.193-12 which amended 
resolution 183-12 per the New York State Comptroller's request, AND 

 WHEREAS the current Sales Tax Sharing agreement expired June 1st, 2018, AND 

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the County and the City of Cortland to deduct directly from the 
gross sales tax distribution received from the State of New York fixed sums for County, purposes, with 
the remaining balance of the revenues to be distributed for use by the County, City of Cortland, and the 
various municipalities within Cortland County, AND 

WHEREAS, it is the decision of the County to continue to impose all of the sales tax as described 
in Articles 28 and 29 of the Tax Law of the State of New York and pursuant to the provisions of section 
1210(a) of said law and shall not set aside any part thereof for County purposes or educational purposes 
except as provided, AND 

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the City not to exercise its right of preemption pursuant to Section ____ of 
aforementioned law, NOW THEREFORE BE IT 

RESOLVED, in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements contained herein, the parties 
mutually agree as follows: 

 (1) Term:    This agreement shall commence on January 1, 2019 and shall continue until December 31 
2028.    Either party may cancel this contract at any time after June 1st, 2023  upon giving the other party

 WHEREAS, Resolution No. 121-17 provided for payment of said equipment through a five-year 
municipal lease through Mercedes-Benz Financial Services USA, LLC at an interest rate of 4.61% for an 
annual payment of $21,674.37, AND 
 
 WHEREAS, a subsequent review of the leasing payment option has been found to have a 
negative impact on County finances including the County's constitutional taxing limitation, AND 
 
 WHEREAS, the Superintendent of Highways continues to support the purchase of said truck, 
AND 
 
 WHEREAS, there are funds available in 2017 budget to pay for said vehicle, NOW 
THEREFORE BE IT  
 
 RESOLVED that the Legislature reaffirms the purchase of a 2018 Freightliner M2 Bridge Crew

4. The Microenterprise owner is a State-certified Minority -owned    

or Women-owned Business Enterprise (M/WBE) 
 

5. Overall feasibility of the project *            
 

6. Applicant has a Business Plan with adequate detail                                               
to ensure success 

 
7. Your business has not received or had access to                         

previous or current grant funds in your municipality 
 

8. The project is a true start-up              
 

9. Applicant has completed or is currently enrolled in a State                                     
accepted training program for the Microenterprise Program                                  
                   

10. The business owner is a veteran       
 

 
*The committee will review all projects to determine the financial feasibility of a project 
and what other feasibility issues may exist.  This will be a comparative measure of all 
projects in the eligibility pool. The long-term feasibility of the microenterprise will be 
assessed under these scoring criteria.   
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
